1.  NATURE OF OPERATIONS

Emily Carr Students' Union Society (the "Society") was incorporated pursuant to the British Columbia
Societies Act on October 31, 1991. The purpose of the Society is to represent the students of the Emily
Carr University of Art and Design (the "University") in matters of student concerns, advocacy and
constituency organizing. The Society is exempt from income taxes. The Society was Local 33 of the
Canadian Federation of Students until June 9, 2018 and is now Local 10 of the British Columbia
Federation of Students.

The financial statements were prepared in accordance with Canadian accounting standards for not-for-
profit organization ("ASNPO") and include the following significant accounting policies:

Capital assets are recorded at cost less accumulated amortization. Capital assets contributed to the
Society are recorded at the estimated fair value at the date the contribution was made.

The Society follows the deferral method of accounting for contributions.

For purposes of determining cash flows, cash consists of cash on deposit with banks, and term deposits
with short-term maturities.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Canadian ASNPO requires management to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure
of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of
revenues and expenditures reported during the year. Significant areas requiring the use of management
estimates relate to the determination of accrued liabilities and the allocation for health & dental
administration costs. Actual results could differ from these estimates.

The statement of cash flows is prepared on a net cash basis and cash flows from operating activities are
reported using the indirect method.

Restricted amounts, if any, are recognized as revenue in the year in which the related expenses are
incurred. Unrestricted amounts are recognized as revenue when received or receivable if the amount to
be received can be reasonably estimated and collection is reasonably assured.

The Society initially measures its financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value. The Society
subsequently measures all its financial assets and financial liabilities at amortized cost. Financial assets
measured at amortized cost include cash, term deposits and accounts receivable. Financial liabilities
measured at amortized cost include accounts payable and accrued liabilities.

Use of Premises

Use of the Society's premises as well as the payment of certain operating expenses, are provided without
cost by the University. The value of the use of the facilities as well as these additional operating
expenses has not been reflected in the financial statements.

Student membership fees are recognized as revenue according to the academic terms they relate to.

Volunteers contribute their time to assist the Society in carrying out its activities. Due to the difficulty
in determining the fair value of such services, the value of the contributed services is not recognized in
these financial statements.

Revenue from all other sources is recognized when the service is provided or when the respective goods
are sold to the customer.

Measurement of Financial Instruments

Financial assets measured at cost are tested for impairment when there are indicators of impairment. The 
amount of the write-down is recognized in net income. The previously recognized impairment loss may
be reversed to the extent of the improvement, directly or by adjusting the allowance account, provided it
is no greater than the amount that would have been reported at the date of the reversal had the
impairment not been recognized previously. The amount of the reversal is recognized in net income.

6.  ACCOUNTS PAYABLE AND ACCRUED LIABILITIES

The term deposits consist of $308,154 on the third of a 3 year escalating term having an interest rate of
3.15% on the maturity date being October 18, 2020. The Society's investment policy to manage interest
rate risk is to invest in conservative fixed income securities with highly rated banking institutions to
ensure no erosion of capital while earning a reasonable rate of return.

7.  MEMBERSHIP FEES

Members of the Society are included in the Health and Dental Plan at a fee of $265 per student per year
unless opted out with equivalent coverage.

The Society has $199,419 [2019 - $199,419] internally restricted for the purposes of attaining and
maintaining an independent Students' Union space.

The University collects fees on behalf of the Society of $4.46 per credit [2019 - $4.36] per student per
semester to a maximum of $66.90 or 15 credits per semester. A portion of this fee is designated for the
publication of the student newspaper.

The Society also internally restricted the excess revenue (expenses) of the health plan fund of $14,017
[2019 - ($14,161)] of net assets to be used for future expenses relating to the management, promotion
and maintenance of the health plan, bringing the total net assets restricted for this purpose to $162,077
[2019 - $148,060].

Credit risk is the risk that one party to the financial instrument will cause a financial loss for the other
party by failing to discharge an obligation. 

9.  FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

The Society is exposed to various risks through its financial instruments. The following analysis
represents the Society's exposures to significant risks as at July 31, 2020:

Stipends and honoraria in the amount of $24,600 [2019 - $15,800] were paid to members of the Society.

The Society's primary source of revenue is membership fees collected from students by the University
pursuant to the provisions of the University Act (British Columbia). This collection activity can be
terminated if the Society fails to fulfill its requirements under the Act. The Society's ability to continue
long-term operations is dependent upon maintaining its right to have these fees collected. As at the date
of these financial statements the Society believes that it is in compliance with the Act.

10.  ECONOMIC DEPENDENCE

Interest Rate Risk

The Society manages its liquidity risk by constantly monitoring forecasted and actual cash flows and
financial liability maturities, and by holding assets that can be readily converted into cash.

The Society is exposed to interest rate risk on its term deposits.

The Society is exposed to credit risk with respect to its cash and term deposits and receivables. The
Society limits its exposure to credit loss by placing its cash and term deposits with a chartered Canadian
credit union.

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate
because of changes in market interest rates. 

Liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to meet cash requirements or fund obligations as they become
due. It stems from the possibility of a delay in realizing the fair value of financial instruments.

13.  COVID-19

The COVID-19 pandemic has developed rapidly in 2020, with a significant number of cases. Measures
taken by various levels of governments to contain the virus have affected economic activity and we will
assess whether there will be an impact on our membership revenue for the 2020-2021 fiscal year. We
have taken a number of measures to monitor and mitigate the effects of COVID-19 such as safety and
health measures for our people (such as working remotely since mid March).

Emily Carr University and the Society will be open September 2020, however, the majority of classes
will continue to be online only with a small number of classes with campus access and safety measures
in place. Our intention is to continue providing our advocacy, community building initiatives, and
services online to our membership and we are reviewing opportunities for hardship funding for members
for the 2020-2021 year. 

At this stage, the impact on our operations and results has not been significant, other than the work
required to adapt to the remote environment. We will continue to follow the various government
policies and advice and, in parallel, we will do our utmost to continue our operations in the best and
safest way possible

12.  DISCLOSURE OF REMUNERATION

Pursuant to the British Columbia Societies Act, the Society is required to disclose remuneration paid to
employees and contractors who are paid $75,000 or more during the fiscal year. No employees or
contractors were paid $75,000 or more.
